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The Terasaka Rice Terraces are the largest rice lgl—f. _
terraces in Saitama Prefecture, and are located at the B 7

confluence of the Yokozegawa river (a tributary of the

Arakawa River) and the Sozawagawa river (a tributary

of Yokozegawa). The rice terraces are situated 230 to 270 meters above
sea level, and stretch 400m from east to west, and 250m from north
to south. Of the total area of around 5.2 hectares, around 4 hectares is
cultivated as rice fields (around 250 fields). The terraces also offer an
imposing view of the magnificent Mt. Buko.

Due to the aging of farmers and a shortage of successors, a large part
of the area was left to run wild and untended. As a result, starting
around 2001, local farmers banded together to create an organization
to promote the long-term preservation and utilization of the terraces,
which are a local resource. The group started up a variety of projects
including rice-planting experiences for visitors from the city and a
terrace owner system, and are working hard to preserve the rice
terraces.

Spider Lilies Festival (mid-to end of September)
